ere do we start with our new build? Do I have enough
W?pace for an island in my kitchen renovation? Do the
materials we selected work together? How can we create
afunctional design plan that is practical and aesthetically pleasing?
What type of lighting would be best? Who can help us with floor plan
drawings for our new build? How do I finish off our space? Who do I
contact for which portion of the project?

There are hundreds of questions that may be running around
your thoughts as you contemplate you new build or renovation
project. Relax, unwind let an interior design consultant answer all of
your questions; from the initial planning stages of your project to the
finishing touches. Remove the confusion by having a design consultant
as your go-to-person. You'll have one resource to answer your
questions and point you in the right direction.

Realistically what should you expect when having an interior
design professional assist you with your project? Ensure the “interior
designers” you are working with have the appropriate education from
arecognized interior design school and are members of the Interior
Designers Association of Saskatchewan. A design firm’s portfolio
should show diversity in regards to style and types of projects they have
done. This is important because you don’t want to have an interior
designer that can only design with one type of look. All these checks are
important so that you know whom you are going to be working with
and their quality of work.

Before your initial consultation, make a list of the things that you
want to discuss with your designer and your goals for the project. Doing
this preliminary homework with help to get you thinking about what
you want to get out of the consultations with your designer. During the
initial consultation you need to make sure that you have confidence
in your designer’s ability to actualize your desired space. At the initial
consultation you and your designer will determine the scope of work,
project and design budgets, time frame, as well as, style and function.
Your designer should have a working knowledge of construction and
they should be able to assist you in answering some of your questions
about executing your design plan.

Sometimes all it takes is a single design consultation to iron out your

questions. Other times, it takes months of planning to prepare a full
design plan, including AutoCAD design drawings, electrical drawings,
selecting products and materials to create a unified look and ordering
custom draperies, upholstery, art and blinds. Whether, you need a simple
consultation, a large-scale design plan or anywhere in between your
interior design consultant will be the refreshing relief you need.

Now doesn't that feel better? You don’t have to be everything to
everyone. Just grab a coffee and come along for the ride. [f]
